Lesson  Introduction: 
Have you ever heard the phrase “When you’re done, you’ve just begun?”  I think about this phrase when I think about the Writing Process!  I know that you’re maybe feeling close to ‘done.’  Your chapters are nested into a little book; you’ve got diagrams, drawings, headings, subheadings or other new text features.  Organization of your text is going to be critical.  Think back to the work we have done around different structures!

2. Background (offer context, bigger picture of why it
matters)
3. Guide (Let them know how the writing will go, what the
parts are)
